Code as  adopted by the Board.

CPAs holding a practicing license with the ABO 
must compete the Accountancy Board of Ohio's 
professional standards and responsibilities CPE 
requirement. 

This three hour requirement is part of the 120 CPE 
hours that CPAs with a practicing license must 
obtain every three years.
